AN EXPLOSION OF LIGHT: BIBLE LITERACY

“Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light
unto my path.” Psalm 119:105. America, the most
prosperous nation on the face of the earth is fac-
ing a devastating crisis. This crisis is the decline in
Bible Literacy among the American people. Bible
Literacy is simply the reading, memorizing, study-
ing, and applying the Bible. Many polls are re-
vealing this sobering fact. Increasing immorality,
school shootings, irreverence for law and order,
and the attempt to strip Christianity from all public
display are all linked to this decline. One news
anchor commented that we are a nation out of
control. In order to avoid national disaster as well
as eternal consequences, this crisis must be
stopped. Truly Hosea was correct when he wrote,
“My people are destroyed for lack of knowl-
edge” (Hosea 4:6). There must be a revival of Bi-
ble Literacy with each Christian and each Church.

Yet more alarming are the current research/
polls that show a decline of Bible Literacy among
many born-again Christians. Sue Bohlin of Probe
Ministries states, “Along with an alarming drop in
basic literacy and cultural literacy in the United
States, researcher George Gallup has discovered
that born-again Christians are woefully ignorant of
some very basic, very important Bible teachings.
According to Gallup, less than half of the born-
again community can list five of the Ten Com-
mandments. Only three out of five Christians can
recall the names of the first four books of the New
Testament. Only half of the Christians polled cor-
rectly identified the person who delivered the Ser-
mon on the Mount. And a full 42% of the Chris-
tians said that without the government's laws,
there would be no real guidelines for people to
follow in daily life.” George Gallup also stated
(October 2000) that Bible reading at least once a
week has declined among all Americans from
73% in the 1980’s to the current 21%.

It was with a deep, inner urging by the Spirit of
God that the concept of BIBLE LITERACY was
birthed. BIBLE LITERACY: Reading, Memorizing,
Studying, and Applying is not just a program. It is
